The Anglo-Saxon Epic: A Project

British Literature: Ms. Keeler


Purpose: For this project you will demonstrate your knowledge of the conventions, cultural elements, and format of a traditional Anglo-Saxon epic by creating a storyboard of an original epic set in those times. Your storyboard will follow the monomyth format, reflect Anglo-Saxon culture, and incorporate literary conventions such as the kenning, alliteration, epic hero, and other archetypes.

Procedures: 
1. After reading Beowulf, familiarizing yourself with the features of an epic, and the stages of the monomyth, you will create the bones of an original epic.
2. Read the graphic novel example of Beowulf on pp. 54-58. Answer the Literary Analysis (5-6) in 100+ words each.

3. Out of your idea bones, you will create a professional storyboard of at least 12 slides/panels. This storyboard can be created by hand (no graphite pencil or crayon) or via computer program (PowerPoint, Word, Publisher, etc). If you choose to use technology, you must create and then scan your graphics.
a. Each storyboard must have a primary graphic and a passage from your epic.  See the example from #2.
b. The storyboard must adhere to the stages of the monomyth. 

c. The storyboard must contain the following:

i. An Epic Hero reflecting the qualities valued by Anglo-Saxon England

ii. Two Kennings

iii. Four examples of Alliteration

iv. Another common Archetype embodied by Character
Project Grading: This project is worth two test grades and several daily grades.
· 30 points: Each panel is fully covered and no dead white space exists. (The last time I checked, the world is not filled with white space.) The graphics (lines, color choices, depictions, content, etc ) echo the tone of the epic and reflect Anglo-Saxon values. The font style of the text is chosen based on the epic. (Visit dafont.com to download or copy fonts)
· 25 points: The storyboard accurately follows the structure of the monomyth. There is more than one trial for our epic hero reflected in the outline.

· 25 points: The text of the storyboard contains all required elements listed above. These elements are correct and do not sound forced. 

· 20 points: The story is creative and the product is well put-together. You do not submit random sheets of white paper as a project. If you do use white paper, it is mounted on a sturdier board. 

Extra-Credit: You present your finished product to the class in a professional manner.
