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Course Description 

This course is an overview of the history, politics, and methods of journalism.  Students in this class will study various facets of journalism and will become adept in various styles of journalistic writing while adhering to a strict code of ethics. Students will be responsible for creating and publishing articles in the yearbook and newspaper, as well as special projects and book study. 
Major Assignments
Unless otherwise notified, students are responsible for the following assignments:

1. Publication of the SLC Newspaper. Students are responsible for the timely publication of the newspaper. Failure to turn in a story or feature on time may result in course failure. 

2. Publication and Yearbook Design. Students are responsible for the publication of the yearbook. Students will be assigned individual tasks based on interest and aptitude that directly impact the publication. These assignments will be major grades. 

3. Current Events. A one-page summary is due every Friday we meet for class on a current event featured in a national or local news medium. See the assignment description given to the student for more information. 
4. Projects: Students will be assigned to complete special projects that relate to specific units of study. These projects may require access to a computer after school hours. 

5. Daily Assignments and Homework. Most of these assignments will relate to reading and study of the text. These are required. 
6. Chapter Projects and/or Tests: Each unit studied will have an accompanying individual or group project and/or test. 

7. Exams: Students who miss the mid-term or final exam without a formal excuse will receive a 0.
