Post-Modernism: Slaughterhouse-Five

For your project, you will be given a social issue. In response to this social issue, you will create a piece of postmodern art. You may choose to create visual art or performance art. You may choose to model your piece after a technique of one of the subgenres of the period. 
Due Date: 

Adheres to Post-Modern Tenets (60%)

1. Rejects how art should be made and what it should mean. 
2. The piece contains an element of appropriation while exploring its own genre. 
3. Emphasis on HOW to see the work instead of WHAT should be seen.—it can be seen as ambiguous or deconstructed.
4. The art is reflexive or self-conscious. 

5. The art blurs both high (elite) and low culture (pop). 
6. The piece clearly comments on the given social issue or the disillusionment of the artist in regard to the social issue.

Visual Rubric (40%)

1. The piece is feels complete in that it is incomplete. 
2. The piece is professional quality, not hasty-high-school-I-just-need-a-grade quality
3. The piece is carefully designed. Design elements such as unity, harmony, balance, etc. are purposeful. 
4. The piece makes use of pastiche, collage, or parody.

Performance Rubric (40%)

1. The piece blurs the line between audience members and performers (meaning that the audience members feel complicit)

2. The piece combines art forms: visual and performance or several performance genres.

3. The piece has costumes/wardrobe and setting that relate to the social issue and form of performance. 

4. The piece has elements of satire.
