The Dark Ages: A Group Project

British Literature: Ms. Keeler


Purpose: For this project you must internalize information pertaining to the Dark Ages, Beowulf, and England during the Anglo-Saxon period so that you will better comprehend the texts accompanying Unit One of British Literature. In order to properly internalize this information, you will teach a unit (topic) to class in a group.
Project Due Date: See the Class Calendar
Procedures: 

1. Go to www.msjkeeler.weebly.com and click the British Literature link. Under the Anglo-Saxon period, is the link to your video. If you cannot link via Weebly, please go to www.youtube.com and type in the provided title. 

2. Watch all videos associated with the link. I have listed the required sections on my site with the assignment link, but have not linked all videos to my site, as they would be too cumbersome. 

3. Take notes as you watch. You only retain 10% of what you memorize, so you will need notes to use in your project. I will ask evil questions to each of you and you will receive an individual grade on your responses. 

4. Meet with your group. Decide on who will fill the following roles. Some roles may be shared, but not all. 
a. Content Editor: This person is responsible for making sure all information gathered is correct by double-checking facts and appropriateness of information and graphics. This person also manages the group and ensures that group members are on task.

b. Handout Coordinator: This person is required to create a class handout that outlines all important information and contains appropriate graphics. You may choose to create the handout via any Microsoft program. 
c. Visual Editor: This person creates all needed visuals to convey the information to the class and pairs these graphics with information. This person also considers the logistics of presenting graphics during the presentation. 

d. Speaker Leader: This person is the primary speaker for the group during the presentation portion of the project. Other group members will speak, but this person will manage the flow of the presentation and create a unique, informative, and creative oral presentation that lasts from 4-6 minutes. 

5. Decide how you wish to present the information. You may use technology or hand-created graphics (no pencil or crayon) for the oral presentation, but all handouts must be typed. Be creative in how you wish to present the information. You may quiz the clas, hold a debate, lecture, etc. ss, hold a debate, lecture, etc. 
6. WORK! Stay in touch with your group. Remember that convenient absences equal zeros. 

Project Grading: This project is worth a test grade (roughly 30% of your final grade). 
· 30 points: All group members are knowledgeable about the subject matter and demonstrate their knowledge via written and oral responses. 
· 30 points: The group works as a polished, professional, and cohesive unit. The presentation has obviously been rehearsed and timed. The members are present and not distracted by other students, phones, the hallway, or the floor. 
· 30 points: The presentation is creative and memorable. Students in the audience will learn the information gathered. 

· 10 points: The group is ready to present on time and when called.
