4. Why does Thoreau not feel lonely?

5. Describe the battle of the ants. How is this battle a metaphor for our lives?

6. How does Thoreau’s description of the loon reflect the views of a Transcendentalist?

7. In the conclusion, Thoreau writes that one will succeed if one follows his or her dreams. Do you agree or disagree? Did the author meet with success? Explain your answer in 50-words or more.
