Directions:

 Overview: You will teach your Poetry Outloud poem to the class. You will assert a thesis on theme(s) within the poem and explicate how these themes are developed within the poem. 

1. You will read your Poetry Outloud poem to the class. You must provide a copy of the poem to your classmates. (20 copies)

2. You will then create a PowerPoint in which you do the following:

a. You will give brief biographical information on the poet and his or her style of poetry. 

b. You will assert your theme(s).

c. You will then teach the poem to the class, using evidence from the text to support your asserted theme. Use your Poetry Terms Outline as your guide for evidence. Also, use your TP-CASTT

d. In close, you will find one piece of art that reflects the tone or theme of your poem and describe to the class how it relates.
