Drama

· A story that’s written in order to be acted out

Elements of Drama

· Conflict (External or Internal)

· Characters placed in dilemma

· Suspense

· Climax (Plot Structure)

· Aside

· Soliloquy

Elizabethan Drama

· Theater was like television. 

· Summer Theater Festivals, School Plays, Morality Plays, and Traveling Theater were all common

· Types of Theater: Tragedy, Comedy, Tragicomedy, Satirical, and History 

· All male actors

· Costumes and Effects were stressed because of the plainness of the stage

Tragedy

· A play in which on major character suffers a downfall because of a tragic flaw

· Tragic Flaw—a character flaw that leads to a downfall

The Stage

· Early theaters were just a stage or platform—the audience would stand around three sides

· James Burbage built the first stage, named “The Theater”

· When the owner of the land that “The Theater” was built upon threatened to close it because of late rent payments, Burbage’s son (and others) moved it, timber by timber, across the river. The new theater was called, “The Globe”

· The Globe could hold 3, 000 people

· The Globe burned down in 1613
