ELA RL3 Evaluate how characters with multiple or conflicting motivations change over the course of a text, interact with other characters, and drive the plot or support the theme
Your task is to work as a group to complete a meme or photo-essay that clearly illustrates characterization within Romeo and Juliet. 
In your group, you have received four characters from the text. Each of you is to complete a character chart. Once your character chart is complete, determine what archetype your character fits. If you remember, an archetype is a representation of behavior or type. Think of Odysseus as hero, Gandalf as sage, Voldemort as villain, and Circe as temptress. 

Once you have arrived at the archetype, you will decide to focus on two characters. For those two characters, you must create either a meme or a photo essay. 

Meme

Your meme can be visual or dramatized. If visual, you can use one of the online meme generators, a meme app, or PowerPoint. For your two characters, you should identify shifts (or lack thereof) by creating more than one meme. If you choose to dramatize, you must videotape via cell phone and email me the link at msjkeeler@gmail.com by the end of class. 

Photo-essay
Your essay should be comprised of ten posed photographs that portray the development of your character and his/her motivations in the drama. For each photograph, you must choose one quote from the text to support your analysis. You must email me a link or completed essay at msjkeeler@gmail.com by the end of class. 

For each project, you will be assessed in the following manner:

· 20 Points: Clearly illustrate what archetype in which your character falls.

· 20 Points: Clearly illustrate character’s progression (implicit and explicit) throughout Act 1 and 2 in demeanor and/or outlook.

· 20 Points: Clearly portray character’s primary motivation in the text.

· 20 Points: Clearly portray (within your choice) how your character fits a theme or motif within the text.

· 20 Points: Support each element with textual evidence that is cited in MLA format. (Since we are clearly working within a limited scope, cite the Act. Scene: Line Numbers)
